Pool Play Final Scores

The 9U Prospects entered the championship round undefeated during seeded, bracket play after a 3-1 pool play before seeding at the Continental Amateur Baseball Association's
(C.A.B.A.) 2010 9U World Series hosted in Woodstock, IL July 22 through July 30th, 2010.

Lincoln-Way drew a tough road through recognized, national perennial powerhouse teams, defeating both the ranked Michigan Wildcats (MI) and Cincinnati Flames (OH), not
once, but twice! The Prospects defeated Michigan 11-2 in pool play and again in the quarter-finals 2-1, while defeating the Flames 9-8 in a pool play thriller and again in the semi-
finals 11-9. These victories, including wins over the IL Titans and McHenry Cobras during semi-final play catapulted the Prospects into the championship game versus the Drillers
of Madison, Mississippi!

The Prospects held a double elimination advantage and would have to be beat by Mississippi twice to be eliminated, and the Prospects only needed one game, and got it, to
eliminate the Drillers and claim the organizations first major, sanctioned World Series title.

EnRico Heirman, Executive Director for the World Series and National V.P. Marketing for C.A.B.A. stated, "This phenomenal game was a classic!" The game saw several lead
changes as these teams fought the fatigue of advancing through every round, but the Prospects pitching strategy, offensive attack and mental readiness paid off. In their last at-bat,
trailing 14-8, the Prospects delivered eight legitimate hits, including a 195-ft homerun, a couple doubles and base hits. They won the game 15-14 in one of the greatest comebacks
the series had seen!

"We did this with our regular season roster of twelve young men, and I am very proud of them. What a great representation for our Village of New Lenox, and our surrounding
District #210 communities," added Head Coach Steve Korbel. "The program had a banner year, and several consecutive ranked seasons, which makes the volunteering and
teaching all worthwhile."

The Prospects organization also finished as runner-up to Mac-N-Seitz (St. Louis, MO) in the 10U World Series held the week prior in Westfield, IN, the same team that finished
as runner-up in 2009 to the Cincinnati Flames (OH).

The organization had a record-breaking area claim of 17 championships for the 2010 9U and 10U combined programs, and is favored for placement in the national top 25 teams
as both levels to be released later in 2010. "We don't take the rankings of young programs too serious, but it is fun to get there. We credit our competitive area for keeping us on
our toes, playing us tough every game, and preparing us for our successes," concluded the Coach.
